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Assessment Matrix 

With an assessment matrix you ensure that all the selected learning objectives are covered in your assessment. This also helps to ensure that your assessment will be both valid and reliable. Whereas making an assessment matrix may feel like additional work, using it will actually save you time as you will develop questions and assignments that exactly match your learning objectives, and you avoid the risk of formulating too many questions that are aimed at the same content or skill.

Take care of the following criteria: 
· All the learning objectives are covered in the assessment(s) and the questions or assignments are assigned on the right level of learning following Blooms Taxonomy.
· The matrix shows how many points will be given per level of learning.  
· The relation between the learning objectives, levels of learning and the points to be earned is explained.  For assignments this includes showing the relationship between learning objectives and grading criteria.
